Dear Resident,
Traffic Calming

In recent years the speed and volume of traffic through Bures on the B1508 has been an issue causing concern to parishioners. In 2009 it was agreed that the Parish Council would ask for highways work designed to slow the traffic and make drivers aware that they going through a residential area and not simply using the B1508 to get from A to B without regard for our residents and our buildings. 

Although the request for the B1508 to have a 50mph limit from Bures to Cornard was turned down, the danger of speeding traffic was acknowledged and work on the road beyond the 30mph area was agreed. By the time of reading this work should have been completed. 

The next stage is to make changes within the centre of the village. The aim is to reduce speed by making crossing points with dropped kerbs, bollards and accompanying change of colour and texture of the pavement. Although we are aware that most people cross at the corner of Church Square, safety regulations do not allow crossing points on corners. The proposed crossing point is midway between the bridge and the corner; this is the only place permissible. The pavement will be widened by half the present width on one side of the road at this point. If successful, and funds permitting, this work will be followed by a further crossing point, but without the built out pavement, on the High Street.
